The total area of outdoor 
display and storage 

(combined) can not exceed 
the max. allowed floor area 

of the home business

Max. Floor Area - 
When located in a home, 

the business can not 
occupy more than 40% of 
the total floor area of the 

home. 
Does not apply to bed and 

breakfasts or daycares.

Lots under 5000m² in area: 

100m² max total floor area

Lots from 5000m² to 

10,000m² in area: 
150m² max total floor area

Lots over 10,000m² in area: 

200m² max total floor area

WHAT IS A HOME-BASED 
BUSINESS?

A business that is on the same lot as a 
dwelling, where the dwelling is the 
principal residence of the business 
operator. 

Because they are designed for 
residential areas, policies for home-
based businesses are structured to be 
flexible and encouraging for smaller, 
less intensive businesses.  

Opportunities for home-based 
operations lower the barriers to entry 
for new businesses by allowing 
prospective business owners to take 
advantage of an asset they already 
own: their home.

Home-based businesses can also 
provide services and business 
opportunities in rural communities 
where dedicated commercial 
properties may not be available, and 
provide additional resources for the 
upkeep of large existing homes.
